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Finance Report

STATE GOVERNMENT FUNDING 
 
In 2000-2001, the Association continued to receive support 
from the State Government through the Management and 
Development Program. 
 
The Association received $27,000.  This continues to 
represent a good return on our programs, but more 
importantly this level of funding is high given our 
membership base. 
 
The funding was distributed across four key programs.  
 
Development Program $  15,000.00 
Events $  5,000.00 
State Team Assistance $  5,000.00 
Training and Development $  2,000.00 
TOTAL $  27,000.00 
 
Our development program continues to be well supported 
with the $15,000 earmarked by the State Government 
Funding Committee.  This is a reflection on the committees 
desire to support program that increase participation in a 
sport. 
 
This year, funding was critical in the Association being able 
to host the Under 20 Championships. The $5,000 helped to 
off set the cost of pool hire. Our thanks to the Adelaide 
Aquatic Centre for also providing a discount. 
 
At the end of the financial year, the Association is yet to 
spend the $5,000 for State Team Assistance. This was 
identified for the Under 17 Championships, originally 
scheduled for July.  Accordingly, these funds will be carried 
over for the event. 
 
For 2001-2002, the Association has carefully structured is 
funding application to cover the necessary programs/ 
activities that are considered vital to the development of the 
sport.  Unfortunately, at the time of submitting the 
application, it was not known that Adelaide would be hosting 
the Under 14 Championships in April 2002.  Accordingly, the 
Association will need to identify alternative sources of 
funding to cover major costs.

 It is essential that an organising committee be formed early, 
so that a fundraising and sponsorship program can be 
implemented.  
 
MEMBERSHIP REVENUE 
 
It was pleasing this year that all clubs made the effort to 
ensure that their members registered early in the season.  
For the first time in many years, almost all members were 
registered by the Christmas/New Year break. 
 
By having most members registered, meant that the 
Association had a suitable cash flow throughout the season. 
 
With the improvements made, it is necessary to ensure that 
the good work does not come undone.  Again, the 
Association will be looking at the Clubs to co-operate in this 
area.  
 
GST 
 
As reported last year, the previous Board chose not to 
register for GST as our turnover was expected to be less 
than $100,000. Despite the GST, the Association has 
managed to cover the additional costs incured. 
 
Notwithstanding this, the current Board requested a review 
of the GST impact.  Following this review, the Board has 
recommended that South Australian Water Polo Inc should 
register. Accordingly, the Association will be required to 
collect the 10% GST on all forms of income, including 
registration fees. By registering, the Association can claim 
tax credits on most expenses throughout the year, thus 
reducing our overall tax bill. 
 
The decision to register is a positive one despite our 
turnover not exceeding the threshold.  However, it is 
perceived that the threshold will be reached in the next year 
or so.  The draft budget for 2001-2002 already shows a 
potential income greater than $100,000. 
 
ADELAIDE JETS 
 
While the Balance Sheet / Profit and Loss Statement shows 
that the Association has finished the year on a positive note, 
there is still a concern over the financial affairs of the 
Adelaide Jets National League Team. 
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The Jets commenced the season with $2,123.63 in the bank 
and finished with $214.60; way short of the $2000 buffer that 
has been maintained in previous years.  This will cause a 
cash flow problem at the start of the next National League 
season. 
 
Furthermore, the Association has been required to use 
‘general revenue’ on occasions to pay National League 
expenses, such as league fees and travel. 
 
It is important that the Adelaide Jets remain in the National 
competition; however, it is also important that the team 
remains accountable and does not draw unnecessarily on 
the general finances of the Association. 
 
NEXT STEP 
 
This year the Board was presented with a proposed 
budgeting cycle as a means of becoming more accountable 
for its spending.  As part of this process each Director will be 
responsible for providing Budget Estimates for their 
respective programs / activities. 
 
These estimates will be used in the lead up to each Annual 
General Meeting, as a means of presenting what the 
Association will aim financial to achieve each year. 
Throughout the year, these estimates will be reviewed, to 
ensure targets can be met. 
 
As reported last year, the Association must budget for a 
surplus, in order to accumulate funds over time.  A 
successful organisation plans to have a surplus in the order 
of 4 – 8 cents in the dollar. 
 
Another key target for 2001-2002 will be for the Association 
to commence a savings program to ensure our future 
financial capabilities. As indicated above, it is essential that 
the Association does not create a cash flow problem for 
itself.  To this end, it is essential that the Clubs and their 
members make the effort to renew their membership at the 
start of the season.

The 2001 Annual General Meeting marks the conclusion of 
my second year in the position of Development Officer for 
South Australian Water Polo. The ‘brief’ given to me by 
SAWPI at the commencement of my tenure in the position 
was specifically to increase the number of participants at the 
junior level particularly in the girls’ grades. 
 
I believe enormous ground has subsequently been made in 
the area of junior development and participation (especially 
with girls) in the past two years! 
 
The following initiatives have collectively assisted in 
increasing the size and scope of junior development in the 
last two years. 
 
1.  The establishment of SA Junior Talent Squads 

 
The Junior Talent Squad concept further evolved in the past 
12 months with the advent of separate groups for boys and 
girls.  The boys and girls have been training under the 
direction of Djorde Belosovic and Marg Smith respectively.  
Our sub-junior players are now, as a result of the very 
professional structure and coaching in these squads, 
exhibiting skills and knowledge normally apparent in later 
years! 
 
2.  The establishment and growth of the SA Schoolgirls 
Water Polo Competition 

 
The schoolgirls competition commenced in Term 4 1999 with

While issues such as promotion in country centres and 
increased participation in our State School system are very 
important, I believe we must further strengthen our current 
base before we look to expand.
