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3  P r e s i d e n t ’ s  R e p o r t  

In preparing an annual report it is important to both recognise and celebrate 

the achievements of the past year as well as identify the challenges that lie 

ahead. 

Over the course of the past year there has been consolidation and further 

development of the programs conducted by SAWPI. After the rapid growth of 

the previous two years it was satisfying to see all state league competitions 

maintain a competitive standard, reflected in different premiers in both the ‘A’ 

Women’s competition (each club with a premiership over the last three years) 

and the ‘A’ Men’s competition.   

At a state representative level it was particularly pleasing to see a resurgence 

of the women’s program with restored viability at an U20 level. Now for a 

National League Women’s Team! 

There was considerable apprehension about the capacity of the ‘Jets’ to be 

competitive in 2003, with the announcement that the Richardson brother 

would be moving to Queensland and Don Jon Ricci moving to Melbourne. 

After reaching the finals for the first time the previous season, many feared 

the worst. Although the team did not reach the finals this year the young 

‘Jets’ proved very competitive and demonstrated considerable future 

potential. 

From a broader perspective there have also been a number of other highlights 

for the year: 

- Financial consolidation 

- Sponsorship consolidation 

- A very successful inaugural ‘Adelaide Invitational Tournament’ 

- Further enhancement of our SASI partnership 

As is obvious, these successes only come as a result of the determined efforts 

of a number of people and it is important to acknowledge them in particular 

and to also thank the many others who have given valuable assistance to 

SAWPI. 

Ann and Trevor Richardson have both concluded terms on the Board and their 

work, particularly over the last few years has been instrumental in the 

resurgence of water polo as a sport in South Australia. Bronte Sterk continues 
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her long-standing role as Secretary in her ever quite and gracious manner. 

Her link with the Aquatic Coalition is looking at the development of the State 

Aquatic facility is of particular note. The longest standing member of the 

Board is Gary Mavrinac, in his role as Finance Director, coupled with his 

longevity, provides essential continuity and stability to our organisation. Jodi 

Mavrinac’s role as Administration Officer continues to evolve and increasingly 

more work has been assumed by Jodi as a result of the removal of board 

honorarium. Jon Harmer’s critical role as Development Officer has been, and 

will continue to be, at the core of SAWPI’s sustainability. In collaboration with 

Eddie Denis the growth within the junior ranks, particular in terms of female 

numbers has been impressive. Eddie has enhanced the reputation of water 

polo as a sport, and SAWPI as an organisation, at the SASI, more than most 

would recognise.  His management and tutelage of our athletes is 

outstanding. Gidget Bowden was new to the Board this season and her 

enthusiasm and experience has already reaped significant benefits, most 

significantly through her leadership throughout the development and 

conducting of the Adelaide Invitational Tournament. 

Beyond the board level the work of Loretta Martin, Bevan Dearman and Trudy 

Coad has been particularly generous and productive, as has the dedicated 

work of the club delegates and their respective committees. 

In looking ahead, I believe the challenges are exciting rather than daunting in 

most cases. The call from clubs to provide further support for club based 

development initiatives rather than SAWPI based programs signals the 

potential for more rapid development of our sport.  The potential for a 

National Women’s League Team will be the greatest signal of the maturing of 

our sports in South Australia. 

The ‘signs of the times’; however is that seemingly fewer people are willing to 

volunteer time to organisations like SAWPI, our future will largely depend on 

having more people willing to contribute on committees, as referees or other 

officials, with fundraising efforts or in any way possible. 

Don’t underestimate your capacity to make a worthwhile contribution to this 

sport, the seemingly little roles make for a strong and viable sporting 

organisation.

State Government Funding 

In 2002-2003, the Association received $27,000. The funding was distributed 

across four key programs.  

 
Administration Officer/Development Officer $  15,000.00 
Coaching Delivery/School Program  $  5,000.00 
State Team Assistance  $  5,000.00 
Training and Development  $  2,000.00 
TOTAL  $  27,000.00 

As indicated last year, the Labor Government initiated a review of grant 

scheme when it came into office.  To date, it has been advised that there will 

no changes to the criteria for 2003-2004, but it is expected that changes will 

be imposed for 2004-2005. 
 

Membership Revenue 

Our membership figures have managed to increase ever so slightly from last 

year, thus continuing to provide the necessary revenue to administer our 

sport.  Again, I would like to thank the club treasurers for their continued 

support in collecting and forwarding payments. 
 

Budgeting  

Further steps were introduced this year to provide greater reporting on our 

financial position. Notably, a ‘Chart of Accounts’ was developed, thus ensuring 

that our income and expenses were allocated accurately against the 

appropriate business areas (ie State League, Development).  

By developing the Chart of Accounts, it is hoped that the Association can 

better plan its budget from year to year. The Chart of Accounts will be further 

refined over the next twelve months. 
 

Sponsorship 

This year the Association needed to make an effort in obtaining corporate 

support, particularly for our National League team. Without such support, the 
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Association would have had to rely on fundraising as the only means to 

ensure that we were financial viable. 

A major step in seeking sponsorship was the finalisation of our Sponsorship 

Package, which had been a draft for some time.  The package outlines the 

benefits that the Association can provide potential sponsors.  I would like to 

thank all those that contributed to its finalisation. 

Completing the package would have meant nothing; if the distribution and 

chasing up of companies was not achieved. The Board is thankful of the 

efforts of Mrs Trudy Coad for chasing potential sponsors. Mrs Coad was 

successful in not only renegotiating existing sponsors, but also obtaining new 

organisations such as Caffe Paesano, and IGA Distribution as naming sponsor 

for the Jets. 

While success has been achieved, there is still a need to develop a 

coordinated sponsorship strategy to attract corporate support. It is 

recommended that the Board consider the creation of an ongoing position of 

a Sponsorship Officer to tackle this important issue. 
 

Fundraising 

With the uncertainty of gaining corporate support, the 2002-2003 budget did 

not account for sponsorship dollars. Hence, our reliance remained with 

fundraising as a means of bridging any financial shortfall.  

Despite the initial enthusiasm by members of the Jets Sub-Committee, a more 

cohesive fundraising strategy still needs to be developed. Many ideas were 

raised, but less thought in the implementation.  

A special thank you goes to Loretta Martin for organising the Jets BBQs this 

season, and her efforts in making the Film Night a great success!  

Thanks to all members, parents and friends that have supported these 

events. 
 

Auditor’s Report  

The Auditor’s Report for 2002-2003, prepared by Ray Rockcliff and Co., 

accompanies this report and provides detailed information on income, 

expenditure and balance sheet data for the South Australian Water Polo 

Association’s operation over the last financial year.

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6  A q u a t i c  S p o r t s  C o a l i t i o n  

This Incorporation was formed by key aquatic stakeholders in South Australia 

to ensure that we had a grass roots input into the SA Government's 

information gathering, deciphering, and input into any decision involving the 

cessation of discounted water hire fees to aquatic sporting bodies for training 

and competition.   In so doing, we have lifted the profile of all aquatic users 

and have become the recognised peak body that liaises at government level.   

At least three of the Aquatic Sports Coalition Board Members regularly attend 

meetings with Dr. Phil Hamdorf, CEO of the Office of Sport and Recreation, 

Jenny Hughes ORS, and government officer's.          

In order to provide some background: During the mid 1980's the government 

and the Adelaide City Council entered into a 10 year ‘Indenture Agreement’ 

which provided annual funding support to the AAC and in return they 

provided discounted water hire fees to aquatic sporting bodies for the specific 

purpose of training and competition.  This ‘Indenture Agreement’ expired back 

in 1995 resulting in the ACC renegotiating an additional term.  The then 

(Liberal) Government refused to renew the Agreement, which required the 

ACC to continue negotiating a further extension of the Indenture Agreement 

without success. 

In May 2001, the then Minister for Recreation, Sport and Racing, Iain Evans, 

announced that the SA Government had decided to allocate funds in the YE 

01/02 budget to undertake studies for the development of a Private-Public-

Partnership (PPP) proposal for the construction of a new state swimming 

facility at Marion.   The decision to site the new facility at Marion was based 

on a study that did not include consultation with the aquatic sporting bodies 

and ignored almost a decade of lobbying for Government funding to upgrade 

the AAC.  Further, the proposal did not include diving or water polo facilities 

as it was intended that these sports would remain at the AAC with a minor 

upgrade to the Centre.    Faced with the Government decision to 

develop a new swimming facility at Marion, the Adelaide City Council 

commissioned a study by a consulting group to review the business 

activities of the AAC.   This Report recommended that the AAC be 

converted to a recreation and leisure centre, and placed aquatic 

sports such as ourselves, diving and swimming under threat. 
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Additionally, during August 2001, the AAC began advising the 

aquatic sports of plans to phase out the discounted water hire rates 

for aquatic sports and apply commercial rates for all facilities hire.   

With the change to a Labor Government and other priorities on their agenda, 

the Marion consideration was stalled.   

On August 30, 2002, Minister Wright proposed a three-year Agreement to the 

ACC under which the SA Government would pay $210,000 per annum to the 

ACC in exchange for fixing the fees for aquatic sports at the April 2002 levels.   

Finally this was agreed to. 

The Coalition has actively lobbied the Federal Government, Local Government, 

Opposition Government, Councillors, O'Connell Street Traders together with 

our own members to retain the continued usage at the ACC.  (Over 88 

individual papers, documents and letters have been created since May 2002). 

Today we are still supporting and providing valuable assistance to the current 

Government agencies with their ongoing assessment of new pool versus 

upgrade of the ACC versus ‘do nothing’. 

At the end of the day, Clubs and members need to be aware that it will be a 

‘user pays’ approach to budgetary planning and the ongoing development of 

the sport within our state.     

I would like to put on record the superb work that has been instigated by our 

recently retired Chair, Steve Pendry of SwimSA.   He and Graham Sampson of 

SwimSA have been tireless in the development of this group to where it is 

today.   Currently, the Coalition is chaired by Ashley Wilson representing 

Diving, Graham Sampson from SwimSA and myself from SA Water Polo.

Junior Development Program 
 

The SAWPI 2003 Annual General Meeting marks the conclusion of my fourth 

year in the position of Development Officer for South Australia Water Polo 

Inc. 

Whilst growth and ‘stability’ has been evident in the schools area, the degree 

to which it has occurred in the last 12 months has been more measured than 

at any time in my tenure as Development Officer.  

To appropriately compare ‘apples with apples’ I refer to the key Development 

areas identified by the SAWPI board and referred to in last year’s 

development overview in the 2002 Annual Report. Namely, 

 
The establishment and growth of SA Schoolgirls 
Water Polo. 

This continues to be one of the shining lights in the development of Water 

Polo in this state. Further growth this year in Term 1 resulted in expansion in 

senior numbers such that 4 schools unfortunately could not be accommodated 

in entering B teams in the competition because of lack of pool space. 17 

school in all entered senior teams, 3 up on last year. 42 teams in all were 

entered in the 3 age divisions. Options are being pursued to allow for an 

Open B division at another venue in the future.  

Particular thanks to Stuart and Barb Frost, Paul Carter and Julie Keast for their 

co-ordination of the Yr. 8’s at Pembroke, the Yr.9/10 at Payneham and Yr 

11/12 at Adelaide respectively. 

Sincere thanks again to Helen Paull from SACSSGSA for her continued 

support, to our young cohort of referees and to Pembroke School for the use 

of their pool. 
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The consolidation of our U15 Girls competition and 
introduction of an U17 Girls competition. 

This area has proceeded with mixed success. Whilst the U / 17 girls 

competition has consolidated in the past year the U / 15 level is somewhat 

‘fragile’ in both boys and girls grades. The inability of clubs to attract 

youngsters who are so plentiful in supply at the school level, is cause for 

concern. In the interest of development a proposal was forwarded from 

myself to the SAWPI board and clubs in May of this year as to the need to 

create four clubs with a geographical zoning in the inner metropolitan area 

and a subsequent link to schools in those areas. Unfortunately, at the time of 

writing this proposal has fallen on deaf ears. I sincerely believe that, for the 

betterment of the sport in this state, our club system needs an overhaul of 

the nature suggested. (Please find my proposal following this report) 

It is essential that administrators in our clubs see the bigger picture for the 

future of our sport as distinct from petty club rivalries and token success in 

the weakest club competition in the nation.  

For our sport to truly grow rather than drift aimlessly with the current 

structure that has existed for more than a decade with declining numbers 

involved, change is vital at the association/club level. 

 
Unprecedented involvement at the National 14 and 
Under Level. 

South Australia has continued to send representative teams to National 

Championships at this level since first sending Boys and Girls to the National 

Club Championships in Perth in 2001. Having entered 3 teams  (x2 combined 

and 1 club team to the championships held in Adelaide in 2002) a boys 

combined side was entered in the National Club Championships in Sydney and 

combined boys and girls teams were sent to the East Coast Challenge recently 

held in Sydney. 

The recent decision by clubs to take responsibility for junior development 

themselves as distinct from SAWPI will result in clubs being responsible for 

entering as clubs at this level in future. I seriously question the ability of our 

clubs to sustain this, given that it has only happened previously on one 

occasion despite our club’s best intentions. 

 
Underpinning the SASI Water Polo Program. 

As a result of the involvement of boys and girls in 3 successive National 14 & 

Under titles stemming from SAWPI junior development squads as outlined 

above a steady supply of athletes has been made available to SASI coaches 
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Eddie Denis and Don Murray for their respective Boys and Girls U17 

programs.  

It is to be hoped that under the forthcoming plan for clubs to be responsible 

for their own development, the quality of coaching provided will at least 

maintain and hopefully improve the quantity and quality of young players 

presenting themselves at the U /17 SASI level. I recommend that SAWPI 

review the success of this change in direction after a 12-month period. 

In closing, thank you to the many people who have collectively assisted in 

providing continued growth in the area of Junior Development, Without the 

combined efforts of many people at the Board, Schools, Club, SASI and 

interstate level, this would not be possible.

DEVELOPMENT OFFICER 
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FUTURE DIRECTIONS TO ASSIST THE DEVELOPMENT OF CLUB 

WATER POLO IN SOUTH AUSTRALIA  

As the fourth year of tenure is about to conclude in my role as Development 

Officer (DO) for SAWPI, I wish to present the following recommendations to 

the board and member clubs of the South Australian Water Polo Association 

to best facilitate further growth of Water Polo in this state. 

PREAMBLE 

Since accepting the position of DO for SAWPI in the winter of 1999 

considerable growth has occurred in the following areas. 

From fledgling beginnings involving 10 Open teams playing at 1 venue in 

Term 4 1999 The South Australian Schoolgirls Water Polo Competition has 

grown to the point that in Term 1 2003 no less than 20 schools entered teams 

in 3 age divisions (Yr 11/12,Yr 9/10 and Yr8) participating simultaneously at 3 

venues across Adelaide on Thursday evenings in Term 1&4. In total 38 teams 

are now involved with more than 400 new participants involved in the sport 

through this program alone! Numbers were such that limits on pool space 

meant 4 schools were unable to enter “B” teams in the Yr 11/12 comp and a 

4th venue is being sought for Term 4. 

As a result of increased numbers of girls participating, teams were entered in 

a newly formed U15 Girls competition with all 3 clubs entering teams 

providing equity with the U15 Boys/Mixed competition which had been formed 

shortly before that.  

Upon establishment and consolidation of the U15 Girls competition an U17 

Girls Competition was subsequently established with all 3 clubs entering and 

once again providing equity with the existing U17 Boys /Mixed competition. 

As a result of development in the sub-junior U15 age group South Australia 

was able to enter both a boys and girls team in the National 14 & Under Club 

Championships held in Perth in 2001. Teams have subsequently been entered 

in these championships in 2002 and 2003. The achievements of the Vikings 

Club boys team being South Australia’s 1st National Gold Medallists have been 

well documented and bore testimony to the extent of development in this 

state. 

The growth and development listed above has provided an excellent base for 

current SASI coach Eddie Denis to build upon. Many of the young athletes 

from the initial sub-junior group have come under attention from national 

selectors due to their continued improvement as a result of the quality of 

coaching provided by Eddie and Don Murray at the SASI level. In my opinion 

our current junior teams will collectively have a better depth of talent and be 
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better prepared for the forthcoming national titles in Melbourne than any 

U/17 teams previous.  

Similarly, the impressive performances of the very young Adelaide Jets team 

despite significant absences from the 2002 squad provided further proof of 

the excellent work being done at the SASI level. 

HOWEVER! 

South Australian Water Polo, despite solid growth at the base and top of the 

pyramid has a fundamental weakness in attracting juniors from the schools 

competition and retaining players beyond late teens because of a poor club 

structure. With the significant growth in schoolgirls numbers and an 

assurance from ISSA, the controlling body for the existing Schoolboys 

competition that SAWPI may assist in increasing boys numbers using the girls 

model, we are still faced with the reality that overall numbers participating in 

the SAWPI Summer Competition in 2002 – 2003 were down. I believe a better 

club model would not only provide more interest for current players but 

provide a far more professional image of our sport for newcomers. 

PROPOSAL  

To create a club structure that best ‘covers’ the 4 geographical quadrants of 

metropolitan Adelaide, ie North, South, East and West, whilst causing as little 

disruption to existing club identities. In the process efforts can be made for 

club names to reflect the area of the city they ‘represent’. In time possible 

consideration could be given to development of 2 more clubs to ‘cover’ 

Adelaide’s predominantly North-South urban expansion. These clubs would 

rely on catchment North beyond Gepps Cross (we did have strong clubs at 

Elizabeth and Salisbury!) and South, possibly representing Noarlunga, 

Reynella, Seaford etc. In both cases facilities do support such expansion. 

However short term I am proposing that 2 of the existing clubs, Tritons and 

Vikings become known as The Southern Tritons and The Northern Vikings. 

Henley could remain as The Henley or Western Sharks as either name is a 

descriptor of the western location. The 4th and new club would be developed 

from the strong St Peters College/Eastern suburbs link of the existing Henley 

and have a name reflective of that location. East Torrens, Torrens Valley, 

Eastern Saints? 

Going hand in hand with this proposal would be a concerted effort to utilise 

the Schools Alignment Proposal that I raised several years ago and that was 

proposed again by Eddie Denis last year. Clubs, with the assistance of the 

association would be encouraged to foster strong and lasting links with 
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schools in their area rather than the ad hoc links with most schools at the 

moment. 

For the good of the sport in this state some short term pain may be needed 

for long term gain. The precedent was set in recent times. As president of 

Vikings club I asked lifelong friend and Vikings life member Lyn Martin to 

encourage his own and extended family to leave the Vikings club that they 

were members of at the time. For the good of Water Polo it was requested 

they return to Henley which was struggling and had links with St Michaels and 

Sienna Colleges where all of the Martin families have been educated. This was 

a painful decision for both the Martins and Vikings but the game if not Vikings 

club has benefited as a result. 

Henley club with the hard work of Paul Hadfield at St Peters, the support of 

SAWPI in establishing junior girl’s teams and the return of ‘old’ Henley folk 

such as the Forrests and Baynes’ has been reinvigorated. They have a very 

healthy level of parental support, which is so critical for club administration, in 

both the Eastern and Western ‘arms’. In the pool Henley has 2 teams in many 

grades with the natural propensity to have the St Peters/Eastern Arm 

friendship groups currently in the same team. If a division of the club was 

undertaken teams could be entered by both clubs in most grades other than A 

Grade Men and women possibly.  

What a wonderful outcome to have 4 clubs with names reflecting their 

geographical location and an alignment with schools in that geographical 

vicinity as listed overleaf. A further challenge for SAWPI would be, in time, to 

assist clubs in making links with primary and secondary State Schools in their 

zone to further assist in the recruitment of players.

The schools listed are all schools, to the best of my memory that have ever 

entered teams in the S.A. Schoolboys or Schoolgirls Competitions in the past 

25 years. (Apologies for any omissions) These alignments as best is possible 

have been made with geographical locations as the principal governing factor. 

The alignments are slightly different to those previously mooted but not 

implemented, due to the desire to accommodate 4 clubs and the influx of new 

girls schools to the sport. Issues such as the proliferation of private schools in 

the eastern suburbs and current strong links between schools and clubs have 

been given consideration. Effort has been made to provide a balance of 

boys/girls/co-ed schools and larger/smaller schools. CBC and Henley High 

School have been included in bold as they are both strong sporting schools in 

their own right who have provided Water Polo players to SAWPI over the 

years despite not entering teams in the schools competition. 

This alignment should be reviewed by a group akin to a permit and grading 

body elected by the SAWPI board and be reviewed when deemed necessary 

by the board. The alignment should not be enforced arbitrarily as in restraint 

of trade but be respected by clubs in its intention to assist the growth and 

development of Water Polo in South Australia. 

It is my recommendation to the SAWPI board that they study this proposal 

and if in agreement strongly urge current constituent clubs to assist in these 

measures being adopted starting the forthcoming summer season 2003-2004.
