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2. President’s Report 

Over the past several years there has been conspicuous growth in the sport of Water Polo in SA. 
During the course of the last 12 months the SAWPI Board was challenged to review the sport’s 
capacity to progress into the future. An evaluation of the changing face of sport in Australian society 
forced the Board to face the need to restructure. 

Many people, like me, would be accustomed to a sporting system based on volunteer coaches and 
administrators who generously gave time, effort and energy in order to provide basic sporting 
programs. For good or bad, the 21st Century environment has changed significantly and forced 
sporting organisations to review the way they operate. 

The following circumstances are the primary reasons behind the need to restructure SAWPI: 

�ƒ Many families now prefer to pay for their children to be involved rather than be personally involved 
in the provision of the sporting program. 

�ƒ Parents now expect high quality programs, they are more discerning, choosing to introduce their 
children to sports that are well organised. 

�ƒ Government regulations and social expectations have placed sporting organisations under greater 
scrutiny in a variety of areas, adding significantly to the demands on volunteer 
administrators.(Member Protection Policies, Child Protection issues and a raft of other legal 
accountabilities) 

�ƒ Fewer people are willing to volunteer due to pressures of time and the increased levels of 
accountability. 

�ƒ The withdrawal of direct financial support from SASI for development programs. 

In all, it became clear that in order for SAWPI to survive as a viable sporting body there was no choice 
but to adopt contemporary practices. The major changes that were identified as being pivotal if SAWPI 
was to progress was the need to: 

1. Provide higher quality, marketable programs. 

2. Raise significant revenue flows through the adoption of a user pay model with competitive, 
commercial rates. 

3. Appoint a Chief Executive Officer with the capacity to oversee the overall management and growth 
of water polo in South Australia. 

The SAWPI Board has endeavoured to make these changes, recognising that there would be some 
‘teething’ problems during the initial restructuring, especially given the need to have new programs up 
and running and increased revenue flows in place, before the appointment of a CEO was possible. 
However, the Board members believe that the adjustments will be rapid and families will quickly begin 
to recognise improvements in the organisation and quality of future programs. 
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I am pleased to report that at this early stage there has been a high level of satisfaction with the quality 
of most aspects of the current development programs. The Board is now in the process of short listing 
applicants for the recently advertised position of CEO of SAWPI. Following the appointment I am 
confident that families will quickly begin to see the benefits of better communication and improvements 
in the overall organisation of SAWPI programs. 

The highlights of the last 12 months are identified in this Annual Report and I commend it to you. In 
closing, I would like to acknowledge the efforts of all those people who have worked at club and board 
level to enable the sport of water polo to operate in South Australia over the course of the 2005/6 
period.

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3. Committee Reports 

3.1 Competition and Grading 

The 2005-06 summer season was a season hoping to consolidate the advances made in the 
competition in previous year. 

The program was published on the web in a timely fashion after considerable consultation.  The use of 
the web to publish draft programs and seek feedback prior to finalisation has been very successful and 
I hope will remain a powerful tool into the future.  Once again the program established before the 
season was unchanged throughout providing a solid foundation from which all parties could work. For 
consistency the women’s competition was held on Tuesday, the men’s on Wednesday, both at AAC, 
and the Men’s Reserves on Thursday at St Peters College. 

Maintaining four team programs in all competitions was difficult in 2004-05 but was achieved. In 2005-
06 the strain on clubs and individuals that this caused began to show and proved to be a challenge. 
Each grade had its own solution.  

The U15 boys and girls competition ran an innovative program.  Both competitions had only three 
teams, so the teams with byes played one another. The boys and girls competition was run with 
separate premiership tables but the cross competition game was seen as important because the game 
still counted for premiership points. At this beginner level, while the boys team often won, the 
difference in standard or aggression was not marked. 

U17 boys ran with only 3 teams, one from each club, and included a bye. The general feeling here was 
that many of these players also played in other competitions and most boys would still be guaranteed a 
game each week. 

The Women’s Development League innovation introduced in 2004-05 was maintained with teams from 
each club and the women’s Master’s team filling the fourth place.  The women’s Master’s team plays 
an important role not only for its players but also for the competition.  Permitted players were again 
important but were more tightly controlled than in the previous year in response to requests from 
several clubs.  Poolside disputes over eligibility were eliminated by allowing games to proceed and 
adjudicating after the event.  The result was that no suspect players were chanced in the water.   

The Men’s Premier League was well served by the return of many national league players.  
Restrictions were largely lifted and quality players placed themselves in teams to lift the standard of all 
teams. With the return of National League players Adelaide Fresh Vikings were able to provide two 
competitive teams and so a four team competition was achieved.  

The Women’s State League again used the U20s team to fill in the fourth place for the first half of the 
season until the U20 competition was run in January. This option only works well if fully supported by 
the State U20s coach.  Without that full support the U20s team is poorly supported by players. Teams 
want to play against the U20s rather than have a bye but players do not always appreciate that to 
make this happen they must support the team by playing for it, when they are not playing against it.  In 
the latter half of the season National League demands again provided enough water polo for the bye 
caused by the removal of the U20s, be a benefit. 
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The finals’ Carnival Sunday, which was re-introduced, was a resounding success.  

The current winter season has clubs entering under age and reserve grade teams while the top 
echelon of men and women players in the “SAWPI Challenge”. This is a growth of a concept from 
2004, through 2005 and 2006 which divides players irrespective of clubs into two 4 team competitions.   

The reserve grade and underage competitions are working well. Underage competitions are well 
supported with beginners many of whom we need to ensure stay for many years to come. 

However, the SAWPI Challenge requires refinement if it is to survive as a viable competition. SASI 
effectively divided the pool of players into even teams and through SAWPI the schedule of events were 
negotiated, managers were appointed to each team and captains and vice captains appointed. All was 
published in good time.  Referee rosters were late starting but were put in place. However, without club 
involvement the incentive for players is only the spotlight under the eye of state and SASI coaches.  
Without this obvious presents and interest, players can just go through the motions.  Several captains 
have not stood up as leaders of the teams; not appreciating the opportunity to stake claims for State 
leadership roles, and without this initiative by senior players, the managers (who do not generally have 
water polo backgrounds) do not have a unified group to manage.  Previously called the SASI challenge 
when SASI had a role in the development of many more players, the competition was largely a SASI 
run affair.  However, with the change in roles of SASI and SAWPI it is clear that the Winter challenge 
needs to be re-caste to ensure that it maintains its value.  This will be a challenge for 2007. 

Finally, it is my observation that Water polo in SA is suffering a crisis of volunteers.  As the current crop 
of players moved through the system they were very well supported by interested parents that fulfilled 
many roles as managers, scorers, timers and club committee members.  Just as this large group of 
players has moved through the system so have their parents and support mechanisms.  However, as 
these players reach adulthood the involvement of parents is diminishing.  Often few parents are at the 
games because players drive themselves.  The result is that this lucky group of players no longer have 
the depth of support that they have grown to rely upon.  It is not in the psyche of these players to do 
more than train and play. Players are used arriving, playing and leaving; not even realising that their 
games and the next were controlled by a vanishing army of volunteers. No where is this more evident 
than at the SAWPI challenge, where players are required to perform those duties for the next or 
previous game. This is a painful learning curve as many believe that the request is unreasonable and 
unwarranted.  However, if the game is to survive this attitude must be broken.  No-one expects players 
to enjoy duties but everyone should expect them to endure them and do so with good grace.  
Ultimately the association is in the hands of players. It is for them to decide to help themselves.              

In summary, the 2005-06 State League, albeit with challenges, has consolidated the gains of the 
previous year. The success of the competition again owes much to the hard work of the same people 
like, Bevan Dearman, Peter Bayne, Shaun Baker, Jon Harmer, Lynn Martin, David Martin, Gary 
Mavrinac, Deb Adams and reliability of referees like George Korchilava. The future lies in expanding 
this group from the ranks of players.  

I wish the next Director for Competition the best of luck in performing these rewarding duties.

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3.2 Development 

Junior Development Program 

The 2005-06 season marked the completion of a full circle in my role thus far as the Development 
Officer in South Australian Water Polo. Having introduced Water Polo competition within schoolgirl’s 
ranks in 1999-2000, followed by the introduction of girls competitions in SAWPI at U/15 & U17 levels, 
teams were subsequently entered for interstate competition at the U15 level. The increased depth of 
players as a result of these initiatives lead to South Australia entering a women’s team in the National 
League in 2004-05. This was undertaken with the Development Officer sharing coaching 
responsibilities for training 0.5 with Tony Andrea. With Tony’s departure from SA late in 2005 sole 
responsibility for coaching was undertaken by the Development Officer. 

The 2005-06 season saw the SA Jets women, in their 2nd season, make further strides forward in their 
competitiveness on the national stage. Whilst still finishing last on the National League ladder, the Jet’s 
season saw the girls notching their first ever wins in the league, winning games at both home (v 
Melbourne Tigers) and away (v University NSW) and a vastly improved goals for and against ratio in 
one of the toughest ( if not the toughest) domestic women’s competition in the world. The inclusion of 
Lisa Callahan in the National Women’s squad bore testimony not only to her own persistence and 
improvement, (under the principal direction of Eddie Denis) but also the pathway available to national 
honours, for the first time in many years in SA, to elite female athletes as part of a competitive SA 
women’s team. 

With many of the current Jets team having played in the inaugural schools competition (including Lisa) 
and then advanced to National League representation, clear examples have been provided for South 
Australian girls with the ability and determination, to follow similar pathways. Whist there is obvious 
cause for some satisfaction for the afore mentioned development in girl’s/women’s Water Polo in SA, I 
believe the Development Officer’s involvement has come at a price to some other areas. 

Time constraints lead to a failure to continue the initiative of last season when Water Polo was 
launched as an adjunct to the SA Vac Swim program at x4 metropolitan centres. Similarly, whilst the 
Development Officer’s position has had significant involvement in the formation of the 2006 SAWPI 
Development Squads, greater involvement is required for them to be further established with more 
effective administration in the future. Whilst the local schools competitions have continued to introduce 
youngsters to our sport, the time has come for them to be fine tuned to better accommodate pathways 
to club Water Polo. 

Significant discussion has transpired in recent times at the SAWPI board level as to appropriate 
models of administration that are required to best forward our sport in the future. I firmly believe that 
whatever the model, we must work acidulously to increase the number of young players we can attract 
to Water Polo. The knock on effect of greater numbers, in terms of more teams and possibly more 
clubs providing a better, more stimulating competition, will be a better profile for our sport at local and 
interstate level. An increased player base and profile would assist in generating income from both 
government grants and sponsorship, thus allowing further development and expansion.

3.3 National League

IN THE POOL

2006 was a year of consolidation for our women’s team.  After the inaugural season of 2005 in which 
the team won no games, 2006 saw the team finally break through for its first ever NWPL win against 
UNSW Killer Whales, which they followed up less than a week later with a very hard fought win against 
Victoria.

3.8 Constitution and Governance 

The purpose of this committee is to review the Association’s Constitution and By-laws and to make 
written recommendation to the Board in regard to any additions, amendments and rescissions to these 
documents, and to ensure that the decision-making process of the Board and its Committees meets 
acceptable corporate governance standards. 

Membership of the committee is to include a member of the Board and two financial members from the 
Affiliated Clubs (not being from the same club). 

This committee did not convene.  
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4. Finance Report 

4.1 Government Grant 

2005-06 concluded the second of the three year funding period as part of the State Government’s 
Statewide Enhancement Program (StEP) grants scheme. The $26,000 continues to be distributed 
across key programs as identified in our Strategic and Operational Plans.   

As we enter the third and final year, the Association will need to make application for beyond 2006-07. 

4.2 Membership Revenue 

Membership revenue for the year exceeded the $20,000 budget forecast by $3,765.00. While we had 
exceeded the budget, the overall figure is a decease in revenue from the previous season.  This is 
reflective of the membership decrease recorded by the Association (see section 6.8).  

As reported last year, AWPI has been working with the State Associations to improve the registration 
system from a national perspective. Most States are now utilising the same membership database, 
which has improved the administration of the capitation and insurance levy paid to AWPI.  Further 
development of the membership database will see the ability for Clubs to administer their membership 
on line.  

4.3 Auditor’s Report  

The Auditor’s Report for 2005-2006 prepared by Ray Rockcliff and Co, accompanies this report and 
provides detailed information on income, expenditure and balance sheet data for the South Australian 
Water Polo Association’s operation over the last financial year. Key features of the Report are as 
follows: 

Accumulated funds at 30 June were $22,030.22. 

An operating profit of $6,016.41 was recorded for the year.
