4.2 Development 

4.2.1 SASI Program 

June 06: Lisa Callahan took part in an Australian Senior Women's training camp versus New Zealand. 
Australia wins the series 2 - 0. 

Patrick Harmer travelled on the European tour with the Junior Australian Men. Patrick averaged 1.5 
goals per game and finished the tour equal fifth on the MVP points table. 

July 06: Lauren Maksimovic and Sophie Ricketts travelled to Perth to experience a week with the 
WAIS elite program. Both athletes benefit from the input of Sydney Olympian Simone Hankin. 

The SASI Squad completes its hardest training block for the year. The squad on average improves 
1.9% in their swimming tests after 12 weeks of training. 

September 06: The SASI Squad enjoyed its annual Leadership Weekend, which is designed to take 
the athletes out of their usual environment and requires them to deal with challenging situations as part 
of a team. The weekend involved riding the length of the linear trail, walking through the Adelaide Hills 
and kayaking the Murray River.  

October 06: Full Scholarship holders Luca Vezzosi, Patrick Harmer, Anthony Martin and Jo Bowen 
are all named in Australian Uni Games teams following the successful Uni Games competition in 
Adelaide. 

Patrick Harmer travelled on weekends to train and play for Drummoyne in the Sydney A’ Grade 
competition.  

All the SASI Full Scholarship girls took part in the Development Training Centre competition. This 
competition pits teams from the Developmental Centres in Victoria, Tasmania and South Australia 
against a B team from NSW in a round robin format. The SASI team finished third in this year’s 
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competition. Lisa Callahan and Caitlin Shem were selected to be members of a Composite side which 
went on to compete against the elite WAIS, QAS and NSWIS teams the following week. 

May 07: Lisa Callahan is named in the National League All Star Team for season 2007. 

The SASI athletes complete a hard block of training under the new individualised training program. 
After 7 weeks, the squad on average improves 1.1% in the swimming component and 30.5% in the 
legwork component of the testing.  

June 07: Eight out of ten SASI Water Polo full scholarship athletes toured with Australian Teams 
during the International competition period:  

Lisa Callahan - Member of the Australian Women’s team which finished 2nd in the World League 
Finals 2007. Lisa is currently competing for Hungarian first division club, Dunaujvarosi Vizilabda 
Egyesulet. 

Patrick Harmer - Patrick was selected into the Australian Junior Men’s Team to compete at the World 
Junior Championships in August. As part of a 6 week tour, the Australian Junior Men will spend 3 
weeks playing tournaments in Europe in preparation for the World Championships in California.   

Luke Northcott, Josh Frost and Stephen Sloan - travelled with a Youth Boys B team to New Zealand in 
July. This trip was a successful first Australian representative experience for all three athletes.  

Caitlin Shem and Victoria Risby - travelled to Sydney for an Australian Youth Girls International Series 
and training camp. The series saw a Born 89 and a Born 90 team from Australia take on the National 
Youth teams from USA and Canada. Victoria was diagnosed with Glandular Fever during this camp 
and was unable to participate in any games. Caitlin performed well and was selected into the 
Australian A team at the conclusion of the camp. 

Luca Vezzosi - Selected as a member of the Australian Universiade (World Student Games) team to 
compete in Bangkok in August.

As I said last year in my 
report this will come from persistence and success from our players and sport. 

This year we were very fortunate to continue our naming rights sponsorship relationship with Nic and 
Therese Birdseye from Nicholas Birdseye & Associates, Certified Accountants of North Adelaide.

4.8 Constitution and Governance 

The purpose of this committee is to review the Association’s Constitution and By-laws and to make 
written recommendation to the Board in regard to any additions, amendments and rescissions to these 
documents, and to ensure that the decision-making process of the Board and its Committees meets 
acceptable corporate governance standards. 

Membership of the committee is to include a member of the Board and two financial members from the 
Affiliated Clubs (not being from the same club). 

This committee did not convene.  
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5. Finance Report 

5.1 Government Grant 

The 2006-07 financial year concluded the third of the triennial funding period as part of the State 
Government’s Statewide Enhancement Program (StEP) grants scheme (Stream 1). The $26,000 
continued to be distributed across key programs as identified in our Strategic and Operational Plans.   

In March 2007, the association applied for continued funding for the next triennial period. I am pleased 
to report that that the association has been successful in maintaining the current level of funding for the 
next three years. 

In addition, the association also applied for funding under the Stream 2 competent of the StEP grant. 
Stream 2 applications are made for specific projects, such as junior development, national 
championships. Again, the association has been successful in receiving funds for key initiatives.  

5.2 Membership Revenue 

Membership revenue continues to be our other major source of income. From this income, SAWPI pay 
capitation and insurance levy to AWPI that has remained stable in recent years. However, AWPI has 
increased the capitation levy for 2007-08. Without dramatically increasing our fees for the upcoming 
season, SAWPI would see a reduction in membership revenue. The Membership and Finance 
Committee has subsequently recommended to the Board an increase in the membership fee to cover 
this increase. 

5.3 Financial Management 

 ‘To achieve a level of financial independence’ 

As I reported back in 2000, this is a key objective of the association, as stated in the association’s 
Strategic Plan. At the time, I reported the importance for the association to begin planning more 
effectively for the future. Progress has been made in our financial responsibilities. The monthly 
reporting on our affairs is far more comprehensive than before, and the annual budgeting process is 
more attune to the annual operational plan. However, greater commitment is still needed from the 
Board to ensure that our finances are adequately managed and take responsibility for the future 
finances of the association.  

The association is highly dependent on the grants received to undertake key initiatives as noted above. 
While this will need to continue, the association will need to supplement these funds, by developing its 
own funds, and hence create a level of funding to sustain the long term viability of these initiatives. 
Progress has been made in this area, with the funds generated through the development program (i.e. 
Holiday program, development squads). 

Notwithstanding this, the association still needs to secure its financial future by securing a portion of 
the profits made from funds generated in order to maintain a healthy financial organisation.  
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A key recommendation is for the Board to establish an investment fund, whereby 4-8 cents in the dollar 
of the funds generated are set aside for the long term success of the association. Such reserves may 
prove critical in leaner years. 

Our financial responsibility has also improved over the past ten years with the introduction of financial 
software. While the software (Quickbooks) has made the day to day financial management of the 
association more effective (Accounts Payable and Receivable), the annual auditing of the accounts 
has not been as easy as hoped.  

In recent years, the association has received advice that MYOB is a superior software package to 
Quickbooks. Hence it is recommended to the Board that a shift be made to MYOB, given that a greater 
percentage of accountants do work with MYOB for auditing purposes. 

5.4 Auditor’s Report  

The Auditor’s Report for 2006-2007 prepared by Ian McDonald Chartered Accountant accompanies 
this report and provides detailed information on income, expenditure and balance sheet data for the 
South Australian Water Polo Association’s operation over the last financial year. Key features of the 
Report are as follows: 

Accumulated funds at 30 June were $25,595.48 

An operating profit of $3,565.26 was recorded for the year.  

Registration Income of $29,409.09 was received during the year. 

Sponsorship income of $16,859.09 was received during the year. 

Fundraising raised a total of $11,460.54. 

 

Finally, as I will be stepping down at this AGM, I would like to thank Jodi Mavrinac, Lynn Martin and 
Jon Harmer for their support over the past years. I have sincerely enjoyed my involvement in the 
administration of water polo in South Australia, and hope that the ground work and constant nagging 
over governance and financial management augers well for the future.
